Dear Parents and Guardians, 

Welcome everyone to a new year at Templestowe Valley Primary School. We are 
looking forward to working with you and your children throughout the year. 

 

Reading 

Reading is an important skill for all students to learn. At school we operate reading 
sessions every day with your children to ensure they are learning important skills to 
help them grow. This may take the form of guided reading, shared reading, teacher 
directed reading, silent reading, reading for a purpose (information report, procedure 
etc), library sessions or reading for enjoyment. At home, you can help by reading with 
your child for at least 20 minutes per day. This can be with a picture story book, a 
reader, a chapter book or even a newspaper or magazine. Did you know: 

•If a student reads at home for 20 minutes per day, they could hear up to 1.8 million 
words a year 

•If a student reads at home for 5 minutes per day, they could hear up to 282,000 words 
per year 

•If a student reads at home for 1 minute per day, they could hear up to 8,000 words  

per year.
